Articles R 4512-2 to 16 of Labour Code provide for the description of the works to be carried out, the equipment used, as well as the operating modes as long as they have an incidence on hygiene and safety.
To help prepare the prevention plan that will be drawn up after the joint preliminary inspection at the beginning of the work and facilitate the drafting process, each company must prepare a risk assessment likely to result from interference between the activities to execute,  facilities to achieve (or maintain) and the equipment to use.

To that effect, the contractor must complete this document and include in the last column of page 2 the measures foreseen in case of interference between its activities and those of its subcontractors or between them
This document will allow us to assess the safety measures you intend to take to do the work to be performed. You must complete and attach it to your specifications as it may be taken into account in the final choice and you'll have to present it at the joint preliminary inspection to the start of work.
After the meeting following the preliminary inspection, decisions to harmonize prevention measures between the various companies will be brought together in the prevention plan jointly established before the start of work.

This common plan and your prevention measures in response to the tender documents will then become contractual and enforceable.
Every manager of an outside company taking part in the drafting of this document and of the final prevention plan pledges:
- to perform the work by skilled, competent employees, having previously received the prescribed training, with required clearances (clearance of conduct, including certificates of training interventions for electrical installations) and order vis-à-vis regulation against illegal work.
-to transfer all the information on the prevention plan to each employee engaged to take in the particular worksite and shall remain liable for the application of the measures of prevention needed to protect the company’s workers.
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
